1.2. Footnotes

The notes should be placed in the footnote section, numbered continuously by Arabic numbers (in the superscript format), usually at the end of a sentence.4

1.3. Tables

All tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Every table should have a caption. Headings should be placed above tables, left justified. Below the table it is the source, right-aligned. Do not use the color template tables. For better handling in preparation for printing, it is preferable to use the classic style tables with default lines.

1.4. Illustrations

Figures, tables, and graphs (etc.) are a part of the text and are not sent separately. All photographs, schemas, graphs and diagrams are to be referred to as figures. Line drawings should be good quality scans or true electronic output. Low-quality scans are not acceptable. All illustrations should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Every illustration should have a caption. Headings should be placed below illustrations, center-aligned. Below the headings it is the source, right-aligned.

1.5. Acknowledgements
